Curriculum Evaluation of a Bachelor's Degree of Finance and Banking in the field of
Microfinance of Banking Institute by using CIPP Model, focusing on four dimensions: Context,
Input, Process, and Product. The evaluation of the context dimension revealed seven factors, all
rated as highly appropriate. Regarding input, the study assessed subject content, teaching
preparation, and learning-teaching media and facilities, with all elements evaluated as highly
appropriate. The process evaluation examined the teaching-learning process, curriculum
administration, teaching organization, teaching style, and measurement and evaluation. Across
these aspects, the findings indicated a high level of appropriateness, with specific factors rated as
suitable at varying degrees. Finally, the product dimension focused on outcomes in knowledge,
skills, and attitudes. The results showed that graduates demonstrated strong professional
knowledge, practical skills, and an interest in their field of study. Overall, the findings suggest that
the curriculum effectively equips students with the competencies required for careers in
microfinance and related sectors.
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
